I. Wider Implementation of Inquiry Work

a. This is necessary for several reasons


i. The school received Stimulus money on the single condition that we encourage data driven instruction.

ii. Teachers will need to be familiar with this language and approach for the 2010-11 Quality Review.

iii. It benefits our students and teachers.

b. The Math and English Departments will start with wider implementation in Fall 2009 with Science and Social Studies being added in Spring 2010.

i. Math and English have periodic assessments.

ii. English already engages in practices with its grammar curriculum that resemble Inquiry Work.

c. Structuring of the project

i. Two teachers would do Inquiry Work in each department.  

ii. This Inquiry Work would count as a Circular 6 assignment.

iii. The teachers would receive feedback from the department and the faculty at conferences.

iv. The teachers would occasionally attend CFI meetings to present their findings.  This may also involve them attending a CFI Network Meeting in June.

v. The teachers would submit data, analysis, and plans through the interface at laguardiaartsprogramoffice.org that Mr. Moore intends to create.

II. CFI Team Central Project
a. The Team will make a presentation at the beginning of the school year.

b. Possible areas of focus include the following:  paraphrasing, paragraphing, graph interpretation, numeracy, percentages, summarizing, research skills, synthesis, citation, annotated bibliographies, and research papers (linked to a festival).
