Workshop:  Daedalus and ARIS  
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Reason for Offering the Workshop:  The workshop is meant to help understand how they can access data on ARIS and then use it to drive instruction.  The same applies for Daedalus.  This furthers the CFI’s main objective, which is to empower instructors to make decisions based on student performance.
Aim:  How can I access ARIS and Daedalus, and why would I want to do so?
Instructional Objectives:  

· Educators will learn how to access the ARIS and Daedalus Web sites and log on.  

· Teachers will gain an understanding of the resources that ARIS and Daedalus make available to them.
Performance Objectives:

· Teachers will participate actively in our workshop, visiting the Web site and reviewing information about their students.

· Each educator will complete a survey demonstrating his or her ability to access the system and take advantage of the features of ARIS and Daedalus.

	What can Daedalus do for me?  The workshop instructor will demonstrate how to do each of the following using the laptop and projector; after the instructor models in this fashion, participants will try to complete the same tasks:

· Identify one student who is in one of your classes this semester who was not in your class last semester.

· Find biographical information pertaining to the student, such as address, parents’ e-mail address, and phone number.

· Find the student’s schedule.

· Find the student’s report card.

· Find the student’s transcript.

· Find the student’s absence report.

· Create a progress report to be sent to the student’s home.
